God instructed Moses to build the
tabernacle and place it in the center of the
camp so that he would be the

center of his people’s lives.
(Exodus 35, 40; Numbers 2; John 1)

To learn that God designed the position of the tabernacle
to teach Israel what it meant to live in his presence; to
understand that the tabernacle pointed to God the Son,
Jesus Christ, who would come and live among his
people; to believe that God’s presence with us is the
most important thing in worship and in our lives.

The Word became flesh and made his
dwelling among us. We have seen his
glory, the glory of the One and Only,
who came from the Father, full of
grace and truth. John 1:14

God gave exact instructions for the work
on the tabernacle and its furnishings.
Each part taught the Israelites something
about God, his people and how to wor-
ship him. (Exodus 35-37)

To discover that God gave the people the abilities they
needed to construct the tabernacle according to his
plan; to learn about God’s plan for the parts of the

tabernacle, which would be his dwelling place; to
understand that all of the tabernacle pointed to Christ,
the promised Savior, who would come to pay for the
sins of his people once for all.

“Then have them make a sanctuary for
me, and I will dwell among them. Make
this tabernacle and all its furnishings
exactly like the pattern I will show you.”
Exodus 25:8-9

The Israelites faithfully completed the
work on the tabernacle, setting it up
just as God commanded, so that Israel
could live in the presence of God.
(Exodus 30, 38-40)

‘To learn that God’s Spirit enabled the people to do the
work according to the pattern God gave Moses; to
discover that when the tabernacle was completed and set
up, God blessed his people and his guiding presence
came to dwell with them; to praise God that he is with
those who trust in Jesus Christ, the promised Savior,
and that he blesses and guides them always.

God chose and set apart priests from
the tribe of Levi to serve him in the
tabernacle.

To find out how and why the priests were
to be consecrated; to learn that sinful priests
could not atone for sin; to thank God for
sending Jesus, our perfect High Priest and
Mediator, to atone for sin.

God provided atonement for sins by
the death of animals that stood in the
place of the sinner until the promised
Savior came.

‘To learn that in the Old Testament, God required
animal sacrifices to atone for sins; to recognize
that all people are guilty before God and need

Priscilla and Aquila were tentmakers
who worked with the apostle Paul in
building up the churches in Corinth and
Ephesus.

To discover how God used Priscilla and Aquila to
tell others about Jesus and help build churches in
several places; to understand that God uses each
